Use this survey checklist to assess the accessibility of District government buildings and other facilities.  Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) requires District government to ensure that its programs, services, and activities are accessible to people with disabilities, including mobility, vision, hearing, and other types of disabilities.
One way of ensuring accessibility is to ensure that the built environment is accessible.  Agencies may use other methods of providing access (such as providing services over the phone, by home delivery, or at curb side) when buildings and facilities are not accessible.  However, an assessment of the physical accessibility of our buildings helps us to identify improvements we can make and to identify what our options are.

· Copies of Survey Forms.  In order to complete the survey, you will need at least one full copy of the survey for each facility.  In most cases, you will need several copies of some of the survey forms for a single facility.  For example, a facility will have more than one entrance, ramp, elevator, door, corridor, room, and toilet room.  Therefore, you will need to make several copies of the needed survey forms.

· Tape Measure

· Door Pressure Gauge

· “Smart Level” which measures slope

· Digital camera

· Clipboard and Pen

· It is helpful to bring 2-3 people to conduct a survey – two persons takes measurements, and one person takes notes

· It is very helpful to have a floor plans of the facilities to be surveyed

Tips:

· Note with as much detail as possible the locations of the elements being measured.  
· Take photographs and make notes on the survey forms of the photos of the surveyed elements (for example, on Survey 5-Entrances & Doors, in the “Location” box, provide the location (e.g., Entrance at center of block on 5th Street NW) and state which photos are of that location (e.g., Photos 3-5).

· It is helpful to know when the building was built (relevant dates include before 1973 (Rehabilitation Act), before 1992 (ADA existing building), and after 1992 (ADA new construction) and the dates of any significant alterations.

Note: This questionnaire is a basic survey tool.  It does not include the most detailed requirements of the ADA, but it will help you assess basic accessibility.  For detailed requirements, consult the ADA Accessibility Guidelines, available at http://www.ada.gov/stdspdf.htm.

Some facility elements have additional accessibility requirements that are not addressed in this basic survey instrument, such as parks, play areas, pools, libraries, health care facilities, transportation stations, public rights of way, court rooms, and assembly areas.
